Additional Comma Practice “Practice 6”
PART A:

1. He said, “There is nothing else to say.” (ALWAYS comma and then quotation marks)
2. I want to change majors, but I need to get my advisor’s approval first. (Comma followed by FANBOYS between two complete sentences)
3. Did you notice, by the way, that she didn’t even say hello? (I can remove “by the way”)
4. What did you say, Louise? (I can remove “Louise” and just ask the question)
5.There’s one thing, however, that I forgot to mention. (I can remove “however”)
6. I think he went to Woodson, which is a Montessori school, last year. (I can remove the phrase “which is a Montessori school”)
7. The Constitution gives us the right to life, liberty, and the pursuit of happiness. (3 or more items in a series)
8. On July 1, 1981, I met the woman who would become my wife. (I add the comma between the date and the year always; the second comma is placed there because I can remove the entire first phrase.)
9. We met in Toledo, Ohio, where she was born. (I add the first comma between the city and state always; the second comma is placed there because I can remove the phrase “where she was born”)
10. She was a lonely, quiet girl.  (Between two adjectives because I can rearrange them and it still makes sense AND I can say the word “and” between them and it still makes sense)
PART B:

1. Delete the comma after “wrote” because my complete sentence is Ken Kesey wrote One Flew Over the Cuckoo’s Nest. The rest is extra information.
2. Delete both commas. I need all of the information here to understand the complete question.
3. Delete the comma after “run” because the only part I can take out is “if possible.”
4. Delete both commas. I need all of the information to fully understand WHERE the roses are blooming again.
5. Delete the comma after “got” and the comma after “disks.” The rest are three items in a series. 
6. Delete both commas. You need the information “who called you yesterday” for you to know WHICH man called.
7. Delete the comma after “money” and the comma after “me.” The only part of the sentence I can remove is “John,” which is why that comma should stay.
8. Correct
9. Delete the comma after “me.” The only part I can remove from the sentence is “please.”

10.  Delete the comma after “Charles.” If I keep that comma there and cut out “Charles,” then I would not know WHO ate the whole pizza.
